History Of Matamoras 

Matamoras was originally part of Westfall Township. Its name is derived from the Mexican city of 
Matamoros, which was the first to be occupied by U.S. troops during the Mexican–American War. It was 
incorporated as a borough on January 18, 1905. 

Merrill-Ronne Airport (now Airport Park) 

On May 31, 1930, the Merrill-Ronne Airport was opened on the eastern side of Matamoras. The Airport 
was named and dedicated to aviators Mazel M. Merrill and Edwin Ronne, who fatally crashed in the 
woods near Milford, Pennsylvania. The airport consisted of two large runways and a smaller runway at 
the north end of the airport. The airport was used to train fighter pilots during WWII. The airport closed 
sometime between 1970 and 1980. After the airport was closed, the land was repurposed and it became 
what we know today as Airport park. 

Geography 

Matamoras is located at 41°22′N 74°42′W (41.3678, −74.7018). It is the easternmost point in 
Pennsylvania. Across the Delaware River are Port Jervis, New York and Montague, New Jersey. At the 
nearby confluence of the Delaware and Neversink Rivers is the Tri-States Monument, marking the eastern 
end of the boundary between New York and Pennsylvania. 

The borough has a total area of 0.8 sq miles, of which 0.7 square miles is land and 0.1 square miles is 
water. The population is approximately 2,400 residents.

Airport Park Information 

 Airport Park, located at 701 Avenue Q in Matamoras, provides plenty of space for the whole 
family to roam and play. This historic community park offers several playgrounds, including the 
full-accessible Firefly Field.

o Firefly is equipped with fully accessible equipment for children of all abilities up to the 
age of 12 years old. Within Firefly Field, there is a splashpad that operated from July 4th 
until Labor Day each year. Matamoras Borough residents can obtain a FREE pass from 
the Borough office to entire the Firefly Field playground and splashpad. Non-borough 
residents must pay a $1.00 entry fee. 

 Other amenities located at Airport Park include several athletic fields including, softball and 
baseball fields, a multi-use field for football and soccer, pickleball courts, a basketball court, a 
sand volleyball court, and tennis court. Additionally, there is an RC track, dog park, and several 
pavilions to rent for parties and events. Coming soon in 2026 is a fitness playground for children 
13 years and over that includes an obstacle course, rope climbing, jump boards, and more!

The park was established to celebrate the memory of the many veterans who courageously served 



our country, and also to educate citizens to the horrors of war. It is a work in progress with 
monuments being finished for World War II, the Revolutionary War, The Cold War, Korea, 
Vietnam, 9/11 memorial and more. The World War I monument is in the planning stage.

 Each monument is being equipped with QR codes which will have the history of that encounter. 
The park will eventually have monuments to all the major conflicts as well as the smaller, but no 
less significant, actions. It is located in the Borough of Matamoras, PA, but it is being constructed 
by the Veterans Memorial Park and Education Center Society. It is an area to learn, reflect,

Local hiking spots 

 Raymondskill Falls (PA)
o Length: 0.5mi 
o Elevation gain: 111ft 
o Explore this 0.5-mile loop trail near Milford, Pennsylvania. Generally considered 

a moderately challenging route, it takes an average of 16 min to complete. This is 
a very popular area for hiking, so you'll likely encounter other people while 
exploring. The best times to visit this trail are March through November. You'll 
need to leave pups at home — dogs aren't allowed on this trail. 

 Cliff Trail (PA)
o Length: 5.8mi 
o Elevation gain: 787ft 
o Explore this 5.8-mile out-and-back trail near Milford, Pennsylvania. Generally 

considered a moderately challenging route, it takes an average of 2 h 28 min to 
complete. This is a popular trail for birding and hiking, but you can still enjoy 



some solitude during quieter times of day. The trail is open year-round and is 
beautiful to visit anytime. Dogs are welcome, but must be on a leash. 

 Hackers Falls (PA)
o Length: 3.3mi 
o Elevation gain: 580 
o Experience this 3.3-mile loop trail near Milford, Pennsylvania. Generally 

considered a moderately challenging route, it takes an average of 1 h 33 min to 
complete. This is a very popular area for hiking, so you'll likely encounter other 
people while exploring. The best times to visit this trail are March through 
November. Dogs are welcome, but must be on a leash. 

 High Point Monument (NJ)
o Length: 2.8mi 
o Elevation gain: 515 ft 
o Explore this 2.8-mile out-and-back trail near Wantage, New Jersey. Generally 

considered a moderately challenging route, it takes an average of 1 h 21 min to 
complete. This is a very popular area for hiking and walking, so you'll likely 
encounter other people while exploring. The best times to visit this trail are July 
through October. Dogs are welcome, but must be on a leash. 

 Point Peter (NY)
o Length: 1.9mi 
o Elevation gain: 180ft 
o Experience this 1.9-mile loop trail near Port Jervis, New York. Generally 

considered a moderately challenging route, it takes an average of 44 min to 
complete. This is a popular trail for hiking, mountain biking, and running, but you 
can still enjoy some solitude during quieter times of day.
